The 25th International Union of
Architects World Congress will be held at
the International Convention Centre in
Durban, South Africa, from 3-7 August
2014, followed by the XXVI UIA General
Assembly (8-10 August 2014). This dyna-
mic, cosmopolitan location, the home of
Africa's best managed, busiest port, will
be the backdrop to a global architectural
event centred on the theme ‘Architecture
Otherwhere’ - looking elsewhere for other
ways of creating a better future, other
ways of professional engagement and
other ways of teaching and practice.

In exploring OTHERways of *knowing’
and ‘doing’, unlocking the multiple voices
of Architecture, 2014 will demonstrate
that Architecture is as much spatial and
formal as it is political, ideological, eco-

nomical and theoretical.

Hosted by the South African Institute
of Architects, the event is a unique and
highly relevant opportunity for South
Africa to showcase the development of its
built environment in the twenty years
since democracy, and for the architectural
profession around the world to engage in
matters of mutual interest.

Architects, engineers, designers, tech-
nologists, planners, thinkers and writers
from all over the world will gather, with
the public, for a week of lively and chal-
lenging talks, workshops, events and hap-
penings.

RESILIENCE is investigated through
life strategies developed by communities;
critical interventions that contribute to
poverty alleviation; and the important
role of leadership in re-configuring the
spatial economy to the benefit of all.

VALUES aims to study the current
approach to architectural practice and
teaching; re-assess professional values;
and investigate other methods and tech-
niques of professional engagement. The
intention is to explore new values and a
new relationship to the planet, with
humility and a sense of respect through
diversity.
