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Green spaces, nature and landscapes always have played a
crucial role in the development of cities. They have import-
ant functions: as space of representation and image carrier,
as resource for energy and food production, as space for
recreation, appropriation and individual experience. Urban
development in history happened always in strong relation
with landscape and so today city and landscape cannot be
considered isolated from each other.

Impending climate catastrophe and awareness of the
shortage of natural resources lead to an increasing reflec-
tion of threat to landscape in the urbanized world. In addi-
tion changing lifestyles and related demands on the living
environment are responsible, that new open spaces in cities
are created. The desire for green public areas in central
locations in the city is growing. Parks, green promenades,
meadows, gardens and garden exhibitions are booming; they
are increasingly becoming an important ‘location factor for
cities within the competition among them.

Already for several years, central areas of cities become
more and more popular for housing. Above all such housing
offers are wanted, which provide green spaces, direct access
to open spaces as a playground, for relaxing and appropria-
tion. No longer the densification at any price in the city is
the goal, but the qualitative development - less (structural /
building) quantity, but more (open space) quality.

In a globalized and digitalized world the desire for
sensual, haptic spaces, the yearning for deceleration is
increasing. Where the private spaces are not sufficient
and the potential of public space is around, citizens fulfill
elementary needs for landscape in the urban habitat them-
selves. Inhabitants take over brownfields in their neighbor-
hood — unimpressed by ownership — and use it for their own
purposes. In that way arise among many other leisure uses
temporary gardens, gardens with fruits and vegetables and
flower gardens. People meet in this way a personal desire
for greenery in their neighborhoods. Not only the urban

landscapes that arise are a new kind, but also the way of
how they were developed.

New landscapes are arising additionally in another —
artificial — form in the cities and show different features
of ,nature”: from romantic and idyllic parks to postmodern
worlds of experience in the style of "Center Parks" or "Snow
Domes" — even zoological gardens and cemeteries are
designed as natural models of landscapes. In public pools,
indoor ski slopes and climbing walls are exercises with land-
scape-related activities possible, independent of location
and season. Artificial nature is independent of the weather,
comfortable and (relatively) safe — and modifiable anytime.
Even shopping malls are increasingly showing elements of
nature and serve the obviously widespread yearning for na-
ture and landscape. As once the system of park and gardens
among the cities, show these new indoor landscapes that
the classical ideal of landscape unfolds its effect inside the
urban space. Due to their easy accessibility and their maxi-

mized economical value artificial landscapes become social
places, meeting places for the young and old.

Also in the planning strategies and project development,
the landscape is on the rise, as a closer look at planning
projects in Dresden shows: the master plan for the renewal
of the former electronic factory is called Lingner Park City
and organizes the new urban quarter around a ,Central Park’.
The new district of ,Leipziger Vorstadt” is presented under
the working title "park creates city" and the new quarter in
Friedrichstadt is obviously successfully marketed only under
the label "Menagerie gardens". Will landscape become the
necessary catalyst of urban planning?

Landscape planning as new type of urban planning?

The changing approach towards urban and green spaces

is visible in urban areas. Many initiatives show how to
“re-think” urban development and planning. Do-it-yourself
projects and other unconventional design and strategies
of appropriation of public spaces. The brigades of Guerilla
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Gardening ,fight” for a green environment, by greening
urban furniture and traffic islands, with networked micro
strategies on balconies and ashtrays plantings. Creatively
and individually is the space used and transformed. The
strategies mainly act locally and with less infrastructure, the
actors make themselves free from conventions, sometimes
even from applicable law. The activities are sometimes used
as means of political protest and civil disobedience, but also
to show to whom the city and the public space belong (von
der Haide et al., 2011). In addition they express the desire
for doing something individually and autonomous, to work
and to develop with own hands techniques and skills, to
apply and to understand production processes as a whole
and to feel sensual experience.

In fact, the manifold forms of guerrilla gardening are not
always illegal, but mainly small-scale garden projects, which
locally take responsibility for self-care, the environment
and society, and thus constitute a form of bottom-up urban
planning. Projects like "Essbare Stadt (Edible City) Kassel"

or the "Prinzessinnengaerten (Princess Gardens) in Berlin"
are much more than an attempt to grow fruit and vege-
tables for their own needs in the neighborhood. They are
urban platforms to join. Urban residents organize them-
selves in order to deal with issues such as the distribution
of land and other resources, seed policy, global agricultural
trade as well as local city planning and policies. It is about
a creative appropriation of previously underused areas such
as brownfields and green left overs, flat roofs, facades, gaps
and niches and thereby to intensify and enrich the city (von
der Haide et al., 2011).Green areas are re-thought, better
and more intensively used than before. As a result, not
only a positive impact on urban climate and biodiversity in
flora and fauna can be observed but also the quality of life
increases.

How to use the creative potential for urban development?
Is there a demand of planning control or does any planning
thwart such activities? Can we stabilize the experimental
character of these projects? Do we need shelters for such ac-

Urban planning in the 20th century was mainly a planning
against landscape, against nature and it raises the ques-
tion, whether the 21st century could turn into a period that
redefines the importance of landscape for urban develop-
ment (Valentien, 2010). This requires a rethinking of urban
development and planning on many levels: we need to
develop the ability to think the city from the point of view
of the landscape, learn to cultivate interim stages, growing
and temporary uses of urban spaces. Open spaces should be
seen as an opportunity and not primarily as an investment
of tomorrow building volumes, but potential spaces of the
future —in a social and ecological manner. This means a ma-
jor challenge for planning and urban governance: to guide
social, structural and biological processes in an appropriate
way and to use the creative potential which is formed in dif-
ferent pioneering or temporary uses and activities of people
for sustainable development of the urban environment.
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
