The scope of development and even the existence of the shadow economy are recognized by the
official economic science rather unwillingly.

It corresponds to a complex of urban
planning and architectural principles. The creative activity of some contemporary architects (such
as Alejandro Aravena) takes into account the wide spread of the “grey” style of life, which makes it
possible to decrease the social tension.

Introduction

Each period of time has its own favourite science. It is expect-
ed to solve the most urgent problems, it looks the most romantic
and captivating, its representatives seem to be the possessors of
ultimate truth. In the times of Jules Verne it was geography and
zoology, and almost all his heroes were travelers or animal ex-
perts. Secession, Art Nouveau, Liberty, Jugendstil (all that usually
merges into the common “modern style”) have the same origin.
The curved lines of the modern style distinctly imitate an image
of some exotic plants or animals.

Then it was the turn of chemistry and psychology. The
romance of travelling into the depth of unconsciousness can be
seen even in the heroes of children’s books at the turn of the
19th century. Alice and Winnie-the-Pooh, Buratino and Barmaley
look like illustrations to an analysis of symbolic dreams (or an
addict’s fantasies). Architecture was also involved. Its future was
directly connected with the progress in psychology, pedagogy
and industrial synthesis of materials. A new man was supposed to
live in palaces made of aluminium, glass and plastics.

In the early 20th century, in the sequence of utopias and an-
tiutopias, revolutions and upheavals, came the turn of sociology.
The highest phenomenon of that period was constructivism with
its heroic attempt to change the style of life of the masses by
means of architecture and design.

Then, in the middle of the 20th century, physics and later its
“daughter” cybernetics came to the forefront. From the Ilyich
lamp to the Japanese toilet bowl equipped with artificial intel-
ligence, the dwelling machine changed rapidly, giving birth to a
“smart” house, zero energy architecture and virtual architecture.

Today, economics is placed in the forefront of knowledge.
Economics has become the basis for the most dangerous weapon
of present days (like poisonous gases in the “epoch of chemis-
try” or an atomic bomb made by physicists), and, instead of the
nuclear war, politicians threaten each other with trade sanctions.
Masses of people watch with anxiety the rises and falls of the
gross domestic product, knowing little what it is but believing in
the fatefulness of the GDP, dollar rates and oil prices.

Profanation and at the same time wide propaganda of the eco-
nomic way of world perception can be seen in the mass culture.

The main hero of today’s Hollywood thrillers is not a brave
cowboy with a strong chin. He is a mere extra player hanging
around the central character, a million dollars (lately, due to the
inflation, two millions and even a billion). Machines fight with

the humankind because of the competition for energy resources:

whether people will be used as batteries or just disappear in
order not to consume plutonium. The contact with alien civili-
zations boils down to the issue of reaching a fair trade balance
and so on. Computer games, the most dynamic part of the mass
culture, develop in the same direction.

And, of course, such a synthetic field as architecture, cannot
stay aside from the common passion for economics.

1. White, grey and black economy

Economics as a field of knowledge emerged in the epoch of
High Renaissance, against the background of rapidly growing
Ttalian city-states, brilliant artists and greedy, unprincipled
and great rulers. Mercantilism became the first ideology of the
emerging theoretical economics. According to this theory, the
society becomes rich if its rulers protect their inner market from
any outside interference. Here, all is fair — from import duties to

a direct participation in plundering raids into the rival states. Ac-
tually, the limitative (or even unlimited) protectionism became
the basis for the economy for a long time - from the 15th to the
beginning of the 19th centuries. The state and the government
undertook to manage all economic movements, to requlate
market processes, to resolve contradictions between the poor and
the rich, etc.

Widely esteemed as a father of the modern scientific economy,
Adam Smith proposed a directly opposite mode of the self-regu-
lating market. The famous expression about the “invisible hand”
used by the market to regulate supply and demand became the
motto of the liberal economic ideology.

Three hundred years have passed. Not only theoreticians, the
followers of Adam Smith, struggled with mercantilism. English-
men invaded India and annihilated the local textile industry
(and a substantial part of traditional culture) to break the state
protection of the Indian domestic textile market. The opium wars
used the same technique towards the domestic market of China.
On the pretext of struggling with the “Russian barbarism”, the
Crimea War made the vast Russian market accessible for European

goods. The Admiral Piri’s fleet “opened” Japan for the goods from
the USA, and so on.

In the early 21st century it began to be discussed more loudly
and in a more reasonable way that the governments of the states
with the strongest economies are also infected with mercantil-
ism. But now the protection in every way possible (including
the most inhuman ways) serves the economic interests of the
financial elites, but not the interests of the nation. Even in the
richest countries, elites amount only to several percent of the
nation, but the entire work of the state machine is focused on
their safety and further enrichment.

Joseph Stigliz, the Nobel laureate in economics, is the author
of the following angry words: “The gap between what our eco-
nomic and political systems are supposed to do—what we were
told they did do—and what they actually do became too large to
be ignored. Governments around the world were not addressing
key economic problems, including that of persistent unemploy-
ment; and as universal values of fairness became sacrificed to the
greed of a few, in spite of rhetoric to the contrary, the feeling of
unfairness became a feeling of betrayal” (Stiglitz, 2012).

The laws adopted by the power elites are focused more on
servicing the interests of the narrow circle, which is getting nar-
rower and narrower. The Peruvian economist Hernando de Soto
writes about antidemocratic governments that make decisions
behind closed doors without the broader public consultation.
Such laws are likely to benefit just a small group of insiders.

In many countries, even democratic elections boil down to
possibility to vote for this or that political candidate every few
years, giving the winner carte blanche for the period of his term.
Until the next election, the winner is beyond the control of the
majority (Soto, 2002).

According to de Soto’s analysis, in many countries the gov-
ernment machine works so ineffectively that its services become
unprofitable for the majority of the population. For example, it
takes two years to obtain an official license for a small household
production, because each of twenty-four institutions considers
an application within a month. Corruption is great in what is
related to the startup capital (especially in the field of construc-
tion). The laws are so numerous and complicated that only a
highly paid lawyer can make sense of it. As a result, a part of the

population prefers to do without economic relationship with the
state, without its illusory protection and support, as well as its
unbearable beurocratic burden. Thus, there is a gap between the
law and the economy, and sometimes a considerable part of the
economy is located in this gap. This part is called a “shadow” or a
“grey” economy (as opposed to the fully legal “white” economy).
The grey economy is not obviously related to crime (while the
black economy is fully criminal). According to de Soto, the shad-
ow activity is not as close to chaos and anarchy as is generally
believed. On the contrary, he thinks that the shadow marketers
have their definite interests, and their life is organized according
to the laws created by them spontaneously, in the absence of the
government laws (Soto, 2002). The shadow business lives not ac-
cording to the government laws, but according to the unwritten
rules, which are often more efficient.

Envelope wages, unofficial extra earnings, a great part of
small-scale trading (especially internet trading), squatter devel-
opment and even growing cucumbers in private gardens are the
features of grey economy.

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It is hard to determine the scope of this phenomenon in the
overall economic picture. The data are very diverse. For example,
according to Rosstat, the share of the Russian grey economy in
the total GDP is about 10-14% (from 50% in agriculture and 16-
18% in construction to 5-6% in education (Rosstat)). According
to the World Bank, the size of the Russian grey economy amounts
to 40-50 % (Schneider, Buehn, & Montenegro, 2010), which also
seems improbable. Anyway, it is a case of tens of trillions of
rubles per year and tens of millions of jobs.

2. White, grey and black architecture

Economy split into different “colors” long ago. But only re-
cently this split has come into view of scholars and theoreticians
and began to give rise to different architectural movements. In
fact, each shade of economy is at the same time a style of life
and a system of values (what we have offered to call “urbanship”
(Lidin, 2015), and, consequently, architectural principles and
techniques.

White economy often implies an open and transparent way of
life. Everything is legal, there is nothing to hide, and honesty is
the best policy. Hence the desire for higher permeability of urban

environment penetrated by straight and long visual axes, vast
public spaces and clear navigation. On the building level, the
“white” principles are manifested in the open tectonics having
no decorations to hide behind, in the plentitude of glass and
openwork a la Santiago Calatrava, in accurate rhythms and large
volumes. There are a lot of examples in the history of architec-
ture when “lightening” was conducted under strong governmen-
tal pressure. However, the activities of Domenico Trezzini, baron
Haussmann, Albert Speer or M. V. Posikhin in different political
contexts resulted similarly.

On the other hand, the movement toward the “white”
architecture is not necessarily connected with administrative
pressure. For example, the Bridge to Tatyshev Island by A.
Myakota et al., the winner of the Zodchestvo of Eastern Siberia
Grand Prize 2017, is voluntarily designed in an absolutely “white”
style, without any pressure (Myakota, Gribakina, Elizarova, &
Rubcov, 2017). Another remarkable example is the project of the
130 Quarter in Irkutsk. This challenging experiment produced
a “white” fragment standing out among the traditional “grey”
blocks (Grigoryeva, 2017).

The darker economy is, the less architecture needs participa-
tion of the state. Such criminal areas as Brazilian favelas, Chinese
hutuns and Russian “nakhalovki” are slum settlements that grow
by themselves and demonstrate the same set of features coming
from the “black” way of life. Permeability of the development is
extremely low, and a number of curved and discontinuous streets
hinder the traffic. Sometimes only a “local” person familiar
with this labyrinth can move around the settlement. There is no
access for an alien. High fences separate every building from the
others, and even windows tend to look out onto the courtyard
instead of the street. Hardly seen from behind the fence, the
facades are hidden behind large plants, decorations, shutters and
curtains. One cannot look into the house. The general outlook of
the buildings is expressly poor, almost deserted, and the colour
palette is a mix of dirty and “trash” colours. The dwellers’ level
of income is also a secret for a passer-by, who is considered a
potential enemy or a spy.

Architecture of the grey zone balances between the white and
the black extremes. The network of through streets neighbours
inner spaces of courtyards. Public spaces are not large, but

numerous. Facades are neither exposed nor fully hidden, but
they are partially covered with trees, front yards and fences. The
colour palette is restrained, having mostly the earth tones. The
development rhythm is discreet and diverse, but the scale is one
and the same.

Historical cities usually demonstrate different combinations of
grey and white “economic colours”. The more shades the image
of the city contains, the stronger the sense of its historicity and
multilayerness becomes. Irkutsk became like that by the end of the
18th century, after a great fire in June 1879. During the recon-
struction of the city, the main “white axis” was formed: Bolshaya
(now Karl Marx) Street was densely built up with expensive stone
buildings with iron roofs. At the same time, the burnt-out adjacent
quarters were built up with traditional wooden houses without any
definite plan, in accordance with the grey style of life.

Ideology of the grey architecture can be seen in the works
of the Latin American architectural school headed by Alejandro
Aravena, the Pritzker Prize winner. His most innovative technique
involves taking unauthorized constructions as the basis for
planning and realization of development. Aravena’s method in-

cludes an active cooperation with future residents — not very rich
people that rely on themselves and don't expect much from the
government. For example, Aravena describes the following situa-
tion: when social housing in Iquique (Chile) was being planned,
it turned out that the governmental subsidy was only enough

to set up either a bath or a gas boiler, but not both of them. As
the majority of the future residents surveyed said, they did not
need gas boilers because their family budget was not enough to
pay for gas, and, after all, they could do without boilers in the
hot climate of Chile. So they set up baths and let the residents
buy boilers by themselves (Arkhitektura s sotsialnym smyslom.
Diskussia Alejandro Aravena i Kirilla Assa, 2015).

This example shows the main principle: respectful attitude
towards poor clients. The traditional approach is just the oppo-
site: if these people do not have enough brains to get rich, how
they can participate in making design decisions? These decisions
should be made by a well-educated and well-to-do person — an
architect, a developer or a state official... But grey economy and
grey style of life are not necessarily indicative of a loser. It is
a refusal to participate in demonstrative consumption and the

related maneuvering through the labyrinth of laws; it is freedom
from credit slavery, hypocrisy of the grandees and bureaucratic
games. This refusal is often intended. No wonder that the grey
economy often becomes more efficient than the white one, and
the grey style of life is filled with some deep wisdom.

3. White utopia

It is hard to accept unauthorized constructions, which were
planned and designed, and participation of residents in forma-
tion and development of the city image as an inevitable and even
progressive phenomenon. The persistent desire to simplify the
global picture triggers one and the same question: which econ-
omy is better? And the answer is at hand: of course, the white
one! Let everything be absolutely legal, let all streets be straight,
all facades be transparent, all colours be bright, and all people
be open and happy. Even if the imperfect laws make our lives
difficult, we will patiently wait for their improvement, anyway.
If straightening of streets causes demolition of historical mon-
uments, we will keep them in memory. And later, when we have
an opportunity, we will build them once again. We will use bright
Finnish colours. Although they faint very quickly and do not

match our city’s traditional colour environment, they look very
trendy. Those who do not want to live in this glaring city will be
resettled into reservations and deprived of their civil rights to
education, medical care, labour, rest, etc... Let them die out.

“White” utopia, like any other one, turns easily into anti-uto-
pia as soon as its realization is launched. Besides, any style of
life tends not only to remain (even in a hostile environment),
but also to spread, pushing out all other tints and shades. Any
shade of grey wants to invade neighbouring territories, especially
the “lighter” ones: squatter development sprawls out into public
spaces and crosses red lines; kiosks and street stalls occupy
pavements and railway station forecourts; buildings surprisingly
appear on the axes of the masterplan... Thus, the attempts to
ignore multistructurality and polistylistics of the city economy
form the ground for constant conflicts.

Conclusion

Times pass very quickly, methods and preferences interchange
each other. Probably, in the nearest years, the current econ-
omy will be replaced by another believe in overall happiness.
However, every period of focusing on one or another way of world

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perception has had a certain contribution to the architectural set
of tools. Biomorphism of modern art did not become a thing of
the past together with the style, but continues to live a fruitful
life. New construction materials keep appearing almost every
day. Psychology of city environment and interior design is very
topical today. It seems that the functional method of construc-
tivists has just acquired its proper development. “Green” and
“smart” houses and cities are at the forefront of contemporary
architecture.

What legacy will the period of “economic architecture” leave
to future generations? Maybe it will be the answer to the eternal
question: “To whose profit is every design decision?” Or rather
a way of finding the answer. We should pose the question in a
proper, constructive and efficient way: of what shade, from white
to black, is the style of life of the strata that practically acts as a
client? To whose profit and in whose interests does the architect
create? Isn't the architect’s creative work is used by somebody to
suppress other people? Doesn't the architectural decision destroy
the diversity of shades necessary for the city’s complex organ-
ism? What can we do to make architecture profitable for all?
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
