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From the 1% to the 25" of February
National Research Irkutsk State
Technical University held the 14th
regular session of International Baikal
Winter University of Urban Planning
Design devoted to public and recreatio-
nal spaces. Vice president of the Union
of Architects of Russia Elena
Grigoryeva and emeritus professor of
High School of Business and Economic
Sciences Jean-Michel Guenod were the
pilots of the session.

Winter University gathered 35 young
specialists in architecture, design, town
planning, sociology, ecology, econo-

mics, and transport systems from ten
countries. The participants were divi-
ded into five teams, each of which wor-
ked on two problem sites of Irkutsk. As
a result, they worked out five concep-
tual proposals for systematic approach
to urban environment.

Winter University (or Zimnik) is the
only one annual international works-
hop in Russia based on principles of
European sessions of Les Ateliers and
their 30-year experience. This year the
professionals who came from all over
the world were satisfied with the work
at Zimnik. For the first time in 14 years

the session realized all the organizatio-
nal and methodological principles of
Summer Workshops of European
University of Urban Planning (Cergy-
Pontoise, France).

After the final presentation, which
was held on 22 February in the confe-
rence room of ISTU, Team E was anno-
unced the winner. Its strategy invited
citizens to explore their city, sharing
their experience and creating “memory
maps”.

The experts found the works of
young specialists very interesting and
close to reality. Head of the Urban
