Let’s stitch!

Irkutsk is a multinational
and multicultural city of
incredible contrasts. It con-
nects traditions and featu-
res of different people,
nations, styles and periods.
Its whole territory looks like
a canvas divided by streets
and highways into many
various zones with different
types of architecture, diffe-
rent scales and functional
content. These spaces are
for people with different
ages, temperament, charac-

ters, interests and needs.

The question is: how can we connect these
dissimilar, sometimes opposite pieces to create
a united space for everybody?

It resulted in a “patchwork” system that
could be applied throughout the city. There are
several types of existing spaces, for example
zones with different architectural scales, stre-
ets, pedestrian paths, boulevards and
courtyards. And these diverse spaces need to be
stitched to one simple and clear system for the
whole city of Irkutsk.

Stitches are a metaphor for public spaces on
different layers.

Informal spaces. We decided not to focus
on popular public spaces but on informal ones.
It is necessary to develop a system for informal
public space to raise the level of quality for
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now and in the future. As a result the quality of
the whole city will be improved, and in the end
it will enrich the life of the people.

Participation of inhabitants. In the city we
- as young professionals of built environment -
analyzed the public spaces in general. We also
asked people - as professionals of Irkutsk —
about their favorite informal public space.

At first to involve the habitants into the
planning process and secondly so we can analy-
ze the features of their favorite places and add
these features into our system.

Analyses. The spaces are formed by archi-
tectural borders. We observed many kinds of
borders in Irkutsk. For example single-floor
houses next to high-rise offices, wooden houses
built in 17th century’s architectural style or in
a modern way only a few years ago.

Other borders that are widespread over the
city are fences of construction sites and fences
as barriers between different functional zones
in streets.

All different elements make the public space
nowadays chaotic, instead of merging the diffe-
rent blocks together.

Toolbox. Our survey with inhabitants bro-
ught us knowledge about special features of
public space which make them likable and
usable. We divided them into different levels:
underground, ground, vegetation, furniture,
facade and overhead. All these levels contain
basic instruments which are designed especially
for Irkutsk according to the people’s needs and,
of course, to the different climate during sum-
mer and winter.

Use of toolbox thoughout the different
public spaces of city. The toolbox should be

usable for development of public spaces in the
existing city and in areas that are still under
construction.

Design proposal. A new waterfront for
Lisiha. This district is located in the southern
part of the embankment near the dam between
the Angara river and the Baikal'skaya street. It's
the residential area of approximately 20.000
people, and the number of inhabitants is still
growing. Because of the unique location close
to the city center, the area is quite wealthy.
That gathers all elements to do a proposal for
improvement of the public space and a opportu-
nity to use our toolbox.

The new embankment should be a direct
living environment for the inhabitants, but it
will also occupy a position as recreational func-
tion for the whole city. The accessibility of

Lisiha should be improved. We propose the
possibility to enter the site also by boat or
hovercraft and by foot or bike over the new
connections between the different and indivi-
dual parts of the embankment and the islands.
We literally stitch the different patches of the
embankment and the Lisiha district with the
water.

Accessibility and activities. The infrastruc-
tural entries to the site will be improved as real
entrances. The pedestrian underpasses at
Baikal'skaya street will guide the visitors
towards the waterfront and its functions.

One bus route will be extended to reach the
waterfront, so we opened the toolbox and added
the design of a bus stop.

To stitch Lisiha with the river, we introduce
a new sort of waterfront where people can lite-
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Irkutsk patchwork

rally touch the water. With a very simple, but
sustainable and ecological construction of floa-
ting docks we connect different functions on
and near the water.

We focus on outdoor sport activities during
summer and winter to create a lively site all
over the year.

Near the dam, as an ending of the embank-
ment, we propose an indoor sport center for
usage on a city scale. We also give investors
chances to realize a hotel, bar and restaurant, a
campsite, kiosks and of course there are spaces
for art and self-expression for the inhabitants.

Strolling area. All pedestrians can create
their own way over the floating docks and along
the river. You choose if you want a 10 minutes
stroll or you can have a walk for half a day. This
is also a way to create a place that can be

attended in winter but also
in summer. The floating
docks are only accessible for
non motorized traffic and
connected to the boulevard
which is also downgraded
for motorized transport.

Irkutsk in the future.
This design is a long term
proposal, but we are convin-
ced of the useful toolbox to
stitch the divers city of
Irkutsk. We can start stitc-
hing tomorrow on the micro
scale as well as on the scale
of the whole city in the
future.

EXAMPLE 2 LISIHA
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
