Balkrishna Doshi receives the 2018
Pritzker Architecture Prize

Professor Balkrishna Doshi, of India, has
been selected as the 2018 Pritzker Archi-
tecture Prize Laureate, announced Tom
Pritzker, Chairman of Hyatt Foundation,
which sponsors the award that is known
internationally as architecture’s highest
honor. Architect, urban planner, and edu-
cator for the past 70 years, Doshi has been
instrumental in shaping the discourse of
architecture throughout India and inter-
nationally. Influenced by Le Corbusier and
Louis Kahn, Doshi has been able to inter-
pret architecture and transform it into
built works that respect eastern culture
while enhancing the quality of living in
India. His ethical and personal approach

to architecture has touched lives of every
socio-economic class across a broad spec-
trum of genres since the 1950s.

The architect designed Aranya Low
Cost Housing (Indore, 1989), which
presently accommodates over 80,000
individuals through a system of houses,
courtyards and a labyrinth of internal
pathways. Other notable works include
the Indian Institute of Management (Ban-
galore, 1977-1992), his studio Sangath
(Ahmedabad, 1980), Amdavad Ni Gufa art
gallery (Ahmedabad, 1994), Centre for
Environmental Planning and Technology
(CEPT University) (Ahmedabad, 1966-
2012); and many others. Doshi is the 45th
Pritzker Prize Laureate, and the first to
hail from India.
