Our objective:

Why is it
important? And how can we create a
successful public space?

The notion of public space is intima-
tely related to the conception of public
life.

These collective spaces are generally
considered as areas of communications
that are vital for the social life of a
community.

Public spaces allow the citizens to
build a positive image of themselves;

That's why we should always put
“pedestrian first” by developing “peop-
le capacities” instead of “vehicular
capacities”.

Mainly we want to solve the global
issue of transport because the streets
are considered as the primal public
space. We want to decentralize the
center that is suffering from too many
functions and too much traffic while
preserving and developing its historical
and cultural value. We also want to eli-
minate the social and physical segrega-
tion that Novo-Lenin is suffering from;

we want to bring it out of its isolation
and knit this area with its surrounding
while solving its internal problems.
Finally, we would like to bring these
completely different areas together
through a singular harmonized unifying
system.

Our concept

Our proposal is the implementation
of a system of connected public spa-
ces: “the Green Trail” infiltrating the
different areas of the city creating con-
nective spaces between existing public
spaces, marginalized places and new
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ones. The main element of this system
is the streets: our first intervention is
the upgrade of these streets and trans-
port: paying attention to pedestrian
ways, bicycle paths, public transport
and private vehicles. Our second inter-
vention is the rehabilitation of impor-
tant existing public spaces: making
these spaces attractive by inserting
certain structures that will be functio-
nal in winter and summer.

Different variables of this system
and how it works will become clearer as
we focus on our specific areas (the
center and Novo-Lenino).
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
