2018 UIA-HYP Student Ideas Compe-
tition - Urban Co-Living: Customizing
Modules for Community

Supported by the International Union
of Architects, the School of Architecture
of Tianjin University and the Chinese
press group, Urban Environmental Design
(UED), are launching the 2018 edition of
the UIA-HYP Cup International Student
Competition in Architectural Design.

The theme of the competition held
annually on the Chinese mainland is
always “Architecture in Transformation,”
but the specific focus changes every
year. The subject for the 2018 edition is
“Urban Co-Living: Customizing Modules
for Community,” a topic chosen by jury
chairman Patrik Schumacher.

Participants will identify a central
urban site in one of China’s 1st or 2nd
tier cities and propose a co-living cluster
consisting of about 1000 small units,
or prefabricated modules, of about 12
square meters for singles and 16 square
meters for couples as well as share
facilities for collective use (living and
co-working). Projects should address
how co-living creates communities and
spatial sharing in contrast to residen-
tial communities whose residents lead
parallel lives.

Registration is open until August 30,
2018.
