Introduction

The middle of the second decade of the current centu-

ry was marked by an enormous migration crisis at the
southern and southeastern borders of the united Europe.
Overwhelmed by the flow of refugees, European states try
to restrain it somehow. According to the data provided by
“The Migrants Files”, European countries spend about one
billion Euro per year to prevent migrants from penetrating
the borders (The Migrants' Files, n.d.). But it doesn’t solve
the problem.

International organizations led by the UNO take urgent
measures (Refugee and Migrant Crisis in Europe. Human-
itarian Situation, 2018), but independent observers state
that Europe is not ready for further waves of migration cri-
sis, which are inevitable in the nearest future (Lehn, 2018).

The disaster of the European migration crisis, however,
looks rather strange if we compare the density of migration
flows in Europe and in the neighboring regions. The map
shows that the biggest number of refugees is in Lebanon

(almost 1.3 million refugees fall on 4.5 million inhabi-
tants). In Jordan, the number of refugees exceeds one
hundred thousand against one million inhabitants. By
comparison, in Germany, where the number of accepted
refugees is the greatest among European countries, their
number is a little more than five thousand to one million
Germans. And in Italy, where the crisis is the most acute,
the number of refugees is less than 2.3 thousand to one
million inhabitants (Duc-Quang, & Summermatter, 2018).

The European style of life turns out to be very fragile.
Just a few bearers of foreign mentality to one thousand
inhabitants are enough to undermine a habitual, centu-
ries-long style of life.

Probably, any style of life needs persistent support and
protection. First of all, it is embodied in the everyday living
environment.

Choice architecture. The environment manages the
human being

The control action of the living environment was recog-
nized not long ago. In 2017 Richard Thaler received the No-
bel Prize in economics. The book called “Nudge: Improving
Decisions about Health, Wealth, and Happiness” by Thaler
and Sunstein was issued in 2008 (Thaler, & Sunstein, 2008)
and immediately became a world bestseller.

One of the basic principles of the ‘nudge theory is that
a regular human being often makes choices automatically.
That is why their decisions can be influenced by external,
often minor details of the environment.

The ‘broken windows theory’ was formulated in the
1980s. It refers to the example of an empty building. If one
of its windows is broken, eventually, all the windows will be
broken as well. The theory is believed to come from the ex-
periment conducted by Philip Zimbardo in 1969. Zimbardo
arranged for an automobile with no license plates and the
hood up to be parked idle in a Bronx neighbourhood and
a second automobile in the same condition to be set up
in Palo Alto. The car in the Bronx was attacked within 10

minutes of its abandonment. At the same time, the vehicle
sitting idle in Palo Alto sat untouched for more than a week
until Zimbardo himself went up to the vehicle and deliber-
ately smashed it with a sledgehammer. Soon after, people
joined in for the destruction. Zimbardo observed that a
majority of the adult "vandals" were primarily well dressed
respectable individuals (Zimbardo, 2007).

Seemingly, a littered pavement provokes people to
misbehave (to park their cars in prohibited places, to climb
through the hole in the fence, not to return shopping carts
and so on (Keizer, Lindenberg, & Seteg, 2008).

Further investigations prove this fact: most people are
subject to the gregarious instinct, and if the environment
contains clear markers of a certain lifestyle, this lifestyle
gradually (but rather soon) will be perceived as a norm of
everyday behavior (Volker, 2017).

style as a criterion aesthetic system, that is a complex of

Together with prominent theorists of the beginning of
the 20th century (Florensky, 2006; Kandinsky, 1947), we
are convinced that the markers of style (as reflection of
the lifestyle) involve comprehensive perception instead of
separate elements of the city interior;

— the general character of color environment instead of
separate tints;

- the general character of the city rhythm instead of
different outstanding structures, be it a monotonous
rhythm of the official “Culture Two” (Paperny, 2002) or
a chaotic mixture of Brazilian favelas, a lush jazz rhythm
of old southern cities or empty spaces of contemporary
minimalism;

- compositional solutions for key (specific) scenes of
the city;

basis of minimalism includes refusal of everything one can
do without, aesthetics of empty space, colourlessness, per-
ception of any ornament as a crime, etc. This is somehow
related to the sad poverty of the deserted city, where the
genius lived in his childhood.

There are plenty of other examples. In the decaying
British cities of Margaret Thatcher’s time, the style of punk
arose and picked up the ideology of Sartre and Foucault
awash with loathing of the world and born in the rotten
atmosphere of French cities before the World War II.

In opposition to punk, baroque was born and grew up
in rich cities of the late Renaissance full of dynamics and
events and reincarnated as art deco in the rich and eventful
Paris of the 1920s, and so on.

The saturation of the urban interior with
markers of destructive strata is too fast and dangerous.
Architecture should learn how to manage the inhabitants’
behavior, while creating an active urban environment and
nudging and prompting people into the style of life neces-
sary for the city’s existence and development.

New challenges of the present and the future are fraught
with disasters, but they also provide new opportunities.
Isn't it the next stage of development of the profession
based on the behavioral architecture, the lifestyle architec-
ture?
