Baku Declaration: Tourism and Heritage
Architecture, Planning and Design: Keys to
Safeguarding Heritage in the Age of Mass
Tourism

To help counter threats to our greatest assets,
UNESCO adopted in 1972 the Convention
Concerning the Protection of Cultural and
Natural Heritage. Today, more than 1,000
places around the world enjoy at least some
protections afforded by their designation as
World Heritage.

However, as tourism has grown in both
scale and reach all over the globe, pressures
mount on many places of cultural, natural
and historical significance. The effects of
unregulated tourism endanger not only World
Heritage, but many significant neighbour-
hoods and villageseven entire cities and nat-
ural ecosystems. Climate change compounds
these threats, along with deliberate heritage

destruction in zones of conflict, including in
the Republic of Azerbaijan.

This assembly marks the important
beginning of a new programme to change the
paradigm of tourism, embracing sustainable
design measures, education, innovation,
communication, and the involvement of local
communities.

Appropriate planning and architectural
design measuresnew visitor centres, special
accommodations for large groups, and ex-
panded interest zonesoffer promise, provided
they benefit from careful study, achieve a
symbiosis with the social environment, and
respect heritage.

We call upon UNESCO and others respon-
sible for heritage protection, as well as upon
the global tourism industry itself, to support
development of architectural design and
planning quality principles to enhance and
safeguard heritage in all parts of the world.

The UIA is happy to announce the results of
the International Architectural Design Compe-
tition for the Knowledge and Innovation Cen-
ter in Tripoli, Lebanon. The competition was
organised by the Lebanese Federation of En-
gineers and Architects on behalf of the Tripoli
Special Economic Zone and the Government
of the Republic of Lebanon. It was endorsed
by the UIA and also supported by the Union of
Mediterranean Architects (UMAR).

Located within the Rachid Karami Inter-
national Fair, designed by renowned Brazilian
architect Oscar Niemeyer in the 1960s, the
proposed construction site will be a business
and technology park that accommodates and
fosters the growth of entrepreneurs, start-
ups and SMEs in the city of Tripoli and the
surrounding region. The international jury,
chaired by Amale Andraos, aimed to select a
project that would honour the site's historical
importance as part of world architectural

connectivity, and cutting edge technological
innovation.

The Jury met on 27 and 28 June in Tripoli,
Lebanon to evaluate over 100 submissions.
They attributed First Prize to MDDM - Imad
Aoun and Nadim Younes Architects (Lebanon)
for its “clear strategy and its rigorous ap-
proach,” the “underground linear structures”
of which “recalled some of Niemeyer’s early
designs, resonating with the rhythm of the
grand canopy and in keeping with the lan-
guage of the site.”

The Second Prize was awarded to Lebanese
firm Dagher Hanna and Partners. Spanish firm
Arquivio Architects (Daniel Ortiz and Juan
Rodriguez) were awarded Third Prize. The Jury
also gave three Honourable Mentions.
