The two main lines of interest in
this initial phase are: emergency public
health facilities, and how this pandemic
is affecting architectural practice.

The medium to long-term objective
is to develop a research repository on
impact, mitigation and future planning
from the perspective of the UIA’s work-
ing bodies.

The UIA COVID-19 Information Hub
will be made available on the UIA web-
site in the coming days. Meanwhile, we

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Yvonne Farrell and Shelley McNamara
receive the 2020 Pritzker
Architecture Prize

Yvonne Farrell and Shelley McNamara of
Dublin, Ireland, co-founders of Grafton
Architects, have been named the 2020
laureates of the Pritzker Architecture
Prize, as announced by Tom Pritzker,
Chairman of the Hyatt Foundation,
which sponsors the award that is known
internationally as architecture’s highest
honour. This is the first women's duo

to be awarded the prize, becoming the
fourth and fifth women to receive it

in its 41-year history. The jury praised
their "ability to be cosmopolitan while
respecting the uniqueness of each
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location in which they work".

The architects are continuously
conscious of the dialogue between the
internal and external, evidenced by the
mingling of public and private spaces,
and the meaningful selection and integ-
rity of materials.

The pair established Grafton Archi-
tects in 1978 in Dublin, where they con-
tinue to practice and reside.
