The history of the first «Korean Garden» design, development and
establishment within the Irkutsk State University Botanic Garden in
the harsh climatic conditions of Baikalian Siberia is described.

Introduction. The history of development of the "Korean Garden"
in Irkutsk, the first such garden in Russia dates back to 2007 [5, 11, 12,
14]. In the course of the implementation of the development strategy
of the Irkutsk State University after 2006, a number of projects have
been planned to create new landscapes and gardens such as the
"Japanese Garden", "Apothecary Garden", "Garden of Horticultural
Therapy", "Zoo-Botanical Collection, or Contact Zoo", etc. on the basis
of the University Botanic Garden [10,16]. The idea of an ethnobotan-
ical "Korean Garden" originated because of the cultural links between
the Korean nation and the local Buryat-Mongolian ethnic group in the
Baikalian Siberia region near Lake Baikal; and, secondly, an existing
social demand from the numerous local Korean diaspora people in the
city of Irkutsk.

Of the three great civilizations of East Asia, Korea has often found
itself in the shadow of its neighbors - China and Japan [2]. The
achievements of generations of Koreans in applied scientific research,
art, and architecture have received little recognition abroad. Korean
traditional gardens, an important part of Korean culture, also remained
unknown and hidden from those outside Korea. Historically, Koreans

The multifunctional ethnobotanical project "The Korean Garden"
in Irkutsk was designed to deliver the following social and cultural
roles [14]:

1) An interdisciplinary convening facility for Russian-Korean
cooperation at all levels, in the fields of science, education, ecology,
architecture, culture, etc., including the use of students for language
practice in two Korean centers and at the Institute of Philology and
Media Communications of Irkutsk State University;

2) Access to the natural resources of Korea and the acclimatization
of new plant species in the harsh climate of Irkutsk, including the
exchange of information on the medicinal and other useful properties
of Korean plants;

3) Development of civil society through the engagement of youth
volunteers in the field of nature and cultural protection;

4) Development of international tourism and recreation.

The objective of this study was to analyze and describe the
process of creating a nationally themed ethnobotanical garden with a
specific ecological and cultural identity.

The tasks of its creation included the following approaches,
methods and materials: 1) A study was made of the design and
construction of traditional Korean gardens along with available infor-
mation about their construction and operation in the harsh climatic
conditions of Baikalian Siberia, the “Heart of Asia”; 2) It was neces-
sary to develop both scientific and public approval for the concept of
the “Korean garden” as a unique ethnobotanical object for Siberia;

3) Incorporation of the design into the master plan and operations

of the Irkutsk Botanic Garden; 4) Location and mobilization of nec-
essary materials and support resources using approaches of change
management, modern marketing and the involvement of volunteers
and stakeholders (as interested parties) in the project; 5) Selection
of suitable plants and materials and construction of the landscape of
the "Korean Garden"; 6) Assessing the use and effectiveness of the
"Korean Garden" as an integral asset for the Botanic Garden of Irkutsk
State University.

Results and discussion. Options for landscape design were
developed in consultation with the staff of the Consulate General of
the Republic of Korea in Irkutsk, the Chollipo Arboretum, the Korea
National Arboretum in Pocheon. Financial support was received from
the Irkutsk Branch of the Russian Geographical Society, the Provincial

Assembly of the Irkutsk region, the International Youth Forum "Bai-
kal-2015" as well as solid financial support from the South Korean City
Hall of Gangneung (Korean &S A| ;LB T, Gangneung-si) of South
Korea's Gangwon Province as the main sponsor. The Korean garden
received its full official name as the "Korean Garden of Gangneung
City", or "The Gangneung Korean Garden” (ZSA| 3t= H&). Ini-
tially the project was evaluated at international scientific conferences
of the East Asia Botanic Gardens Network in Korea [14], the Youth
Forum "Baikal-2015" and with the Korean diaspora representatives in
Irkutsk. As conceived by the authors, the "Korean Garden" was to have
the shape of a drop, a dewdrop, personifying Korea as country, which is
called the "Land of Morning Calm" in the world.

The key events that determined the essential and sufficient con-
ditions for the long process from the idea to the creation of the first
"Korean Garden" in Russia were:

1) 1995 - the genesis of the idea for the organization of the "Korean
Garden" on the basis of the resources of the Botanic Garden of Irkutsk

ered through targeted marketing, including mass media promotion, and
workshops and lectures for scientific and environmental community.

Garden Characteristics and Identity. The "Korean Garden" is a
special landscape tradition that combines simple elements of nature
with the spiritual and material Korean culture. This style, more than
two thousand years old, and is based on "morality, righteousness and
practical ethics", where nature is not so much the embodiment of
grace and beauty, but a resource for spiritual and mental development,
a practical tool for achieving harmony of spirit and body [4]. The
Korean Garden is a means of exploring the history and culture of Korea
[13]. The Korean economy has demonstrated remarkable growth since
the 1950s, growing from one of the world’s least advanced economies
to a global tech super power (from a GDP level of less than $50 per
capita per year to $ 28,606 in 2019 [3]). Paradoxically, this accelerat-
ed development has led to a dramatic increase in the urban population
of up to 90% and to widespread environmental damage, including
pollution of the air, water and soil. This has driven a heavy decline in
biodiversity and the extinction of a number of species. Plant diversity
has suffered from urbanization and habitat loss as well as the illegal
collection of wild plants. The richness of flora and habitat diversity
in Korea has significantly deteriorated and is seriously threatened

by high population density and rapid industrialization, as well as the
illegal collection of wild plants for ornamental, medicinal and food
purposes. As a result of various types of human activities, the natural
areas of Korea, including 22 national parks, have been severely frag-
mented and survive only as protected ecological "green islands-en-
claves" surrounded by highly modified cultivated and industrial
lands [8]. As a response to environmental loss, there has been a huge
investment in botanical gardens and arboreta, created as agents of
educational and environmental change, with a specific responsibility
for plant biodiversity conservation and preservation of horticultural
traditions [7, 15]. After the booming economic development of the

1970s in Korea, the “garden idea” is becoming more and more popular.

For example, wealthy businessmen now own luxury home gardens, a
trend that has spread to middle-class home gardens in recent years, in
connection with the interest in the phenomenon of rapid technolog-
ical development of the Republic of Korea both in the country itself
and abroad. A general interest in oriental culture and in traditional
Korean gardens, which European civilization has opened relatively
recently, has also begun to grow. Koreans are beginning a renaissance
of public and civic horticulture and rediscovering a horticultural heri-
tage. Korean garden design has become a benign agent of diplomacy.
In the last two decades, cities of France, Germany, Sweden, Mexico,

Unfortunately, most Korean Botanic Gardens and Arboreta have
very limited ability to combine their design and development projects
with traditional Korean culture. Currently, for example, only the Chol-
lipo Arboretum, the Wando Arboretum, Anmyondo Arboretum, Sejong
National Arboretumand, Daegu Arboretum, the Garden of Morning Calm
own and maintain traditional Korean landscape architecture [9].

Very few old Korean gardens have survived due to many wars and
invasions over the centuries. It is believed that in terms of the style
and purpose of the "Korean gardens”, in many respects, are similar to
the Chinese or Japanese ones, but in general they can be subdivided
into several groups: 1) palace gardens; 2) private gardens in the res-
idences of wealthy citizens; 3) flower and decorative gardens at rural
houses and suburbs; 4) orchards in villages; 5) pavilion gardens of
public places in the city; 6) gardens at Buddhist temples; 7) gardens
at aristocratic educational institutions in cities (sowon gardens, Al
#); 8) gardens around the burial places of the royal family members;
9) secluded (hidden, secret) gardens, designed for the privacy of
two people (for example, for summits of state leaders, or two senior
officials, or for the privacy of a couple in love).

Despite the very rich flora and fauna of the ecological and scenic
landscapes of the Korean Peninsula, indented by mountain rock
massifs, due to the extremely limited area of fertile land and its high
value, large gardens turned out to be inaccessible to the majority of
the poor people of the country, who could create only small gardens in
the rocky landscape. This is in stark contrast to European civilization
with its common large recreational and productive gardens. The Kore-
an garden was perceived not only as a natural decoration of the home,
but as a natural continuation of the comfort of the family hearth.
Compared to the size of traditional gardens in China or Japan, the
scale of the typical "Korean garden" is much smaller, as this garden
is literally "stuck" (attached) to the house, and the limited number
of trees and shrubs had to be chosen symbolically. This is why large
gardens were not really popular in Korean history, and only royalty and
wealthy upper-class families on vast estates could maintain and enjoy
their large gardens.

It is believed that the main landscape structure of the traditional
"Korean garden" is in the context of adjacent cliffs, hills, streams and
buildings, and unlike the garden styles of China or Japan, it harmoniz-
es well with nature [17]. The paths in the traditional "Korean garden"
are usually not straight, but zigzag and winding with different types

Despite the differences in purpose, the "Korean gardens" are very
natural and include the following elements: winding paths, small hills
resembling mountains, the space of a small "rock garden", streams or
rivers, water reservoirs, pools, waterfalls, bridges, pines, pear, apple
orchards, other fruit-bearing and ornamental trees, as well as a few
edible and ornamental herbaceous plants. Bamboo, pine, stones, sand,
glazed ceramic tiles are mainly used as the main building materials for
pavilions and gazebos, spaces for recreation, drawing, relaxing or play-
ing chess, surrounded by beautiful plants. Careful attention is paid to
the location of large stones, which are considered the main elements
of landscape construction of a traditional "Korean garden".

Although Korea, China and Japan are historically linked in many
ways and share a deep cultural heritage, these countries differ in their
own cultural traditions and resources. It is believed that from a scenic
point of view, these three countries, with their differing lifestyles
and environmental conditions, have different directions of spiritu-
al orientation of their gardens. For instance, irregular asymmetry,
openness and outward orientation for the traditional Korean home
garden, and for the Japanese — inward orientation, while Chinese has

a two-way orientation, or symmetry [1]. Therefore, the arrangement of
the traditional "Korean garden" embodies the philosophy of adapting
to the nature core, merging with nature, and not the philosophy of
subordinating nature. Therefore, for example, in contrast to Japanese
or Chinese indoor gardens in the yards, traditional "Korean gardens"
look predominantly as open natural spaces with or without low fences.
At the same time, such traditional gardens serve quite pragmatic
tasks of growing food and medicinal plants, are comfortable places

for family recreation and pastime. The Korean Gardens traditionally
have deep symbolism, expressed through stones, water and plants. The
Korean pine is a symbol of longevity, and the blooming magnolias are
a symbol of well-being and prosperity. There is an opinion that the
Korean garden should look more natural than nature itself with its
variety of landscapes and garden elements.

Traditionally, a selection woody plants characterizes the national
Korean gardens: these include evergreen conifers (pine and juniper),
bamboos, oaks, beautifully flowering trees and shrubs (magnolia, pear,
cherry, apple, rhododendron, azalea) and some other accompanying
decorative, nut and fruit-and-berry plants [6]. By the time the work
began, the living educational and scientific collection of the ISU Bo-
tanic Garden included more than 3.5 thousand plant species, of which

about 70 introduced species were considered suitable for the "Korean
Garden". Therefore, created on an area of about 1.3 thousand square
meters of "The Korean Garden" included the following main collection
plants from the regions of the Russian Far East, Korea and Northern
China, which had been successfully introduced in the Botanic Garden
of ISU many years before (Table 1). The planting was facilitated by the
favorable warmer microclimate of the southwestern slope of the Kaiya
Mountain, where all the plant collections of the Botanic Garden of the
Irkutsk State University are located.

The "Korean Garden" is located in the northern corner of the ISU
Botanic Garden on the quieter side of the "Big Arboretum"”. This area
already had important plantings of many large Korean plants, and
information stands were placed near the entrance gate. The garden
is designed in a traditional Korean style with a low wooden fence and
winding paths. It includes key elements: massive main entrance gates,
a gazebo, various benches, lamps, small architectural forms (wooden
shamanistic idols "Changseng", a rock garden, a wooden bath, etc.),
stone bridges and wooden walkways, a pond and a dry stream, paths
made out of stone and wood, "Sotte" amulets. Special amulets and
protectors "Chansyn" (Poksu) — symbols of the "Spirits of the place"

- in the form of phallic totems and frightening shamanistic wooden

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the materials were brought from Korea, for example, 1) tiles in the na-
tional style; 2) wooden " Sotte" amulets of six soaring ducks on poles,
which are traditionally installed near the entrance to the residential
area of a settlement.

The zoning scheme of the territory includes: A) an active zone of
the garden for visitors (a place for outdoor activities, physical activity,
games, etc.); B) passive zone (recreational area for quiet rest and
contemplation); C) the entrance area near the main gate (introductory
and orientation area with a platform, information stands and a small
wooden stage for public events). The network of paths/trails and some
architectural elements are discernible even in space photographs.

The Conservation of Culture and Nature. The Korean Garden is a
venue for cultural activities. The International Institute of Economics
and Linguistics at ISU and at the Institute of Philology, Foreign Lan-
guages and Media Communications at ISU use the «Korean Garden»
as a teaching resource. ISU teachers and students studying the
Korean language regularly hold various activities here together with
the Russian-Korean Friendship Society, the Irkutsk Regional Public
Organization "Center of Korean Culture" and numerous representa-
tives of the Korean diaspora living in the region. Events include: the
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annual celebration of "Korean Writing Day, or Hangul Day (22 &)"

and "Arbor Day, or Sikmogil (2415 )" on April 5th when visitors are
introduced to traditional Korean cuisine and medicinal plants and the
linked themes of crop diversity and land management. The Institute
of Philology, Foreign Languages and Media Communications of the
ISU within its city center has set up a mini-garden of Korean plants.
Excursions and practical training are held at the «Korean Garden»

by students of the Bratsk State University, Irkutsk State Agrarian
University, Irkutsk National Research Technical University. In addition
there are regular excursions for schoolchildren, students of colleges
and secondary educational institutions from the region. Undoubtedly,
the "Korean Garden" will be widely used as a cross-disciplinary educa-
tional facility for many disciplines including geography, ethnobotany,
economic botany, pharmacognosy, management, landscape design,
fine art and art history, etc.

Conclusion.

We plan to strengthen the cultural or ambassadorial role of the
"Korean Garden of Gangneung City" by developing a calendar of
teaching and performances, including traditional Korean music, dance,
calligraphy, national cuisine and tea ceremony, cooking, etc., which
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will contribute to its flourishing, maintaining long-term relations with
universities, botanic gardens and arboreta in Korea, and ultimately
beneficial cooperation between the two peoples.

We propose that a good way to achieve sustainable socio-economic
development is to promote sustainable relationships between people,
plants and the environment, which can be demonstrated in ethnobo-
tanical gardens such as «The Korean Garden» for mutual exchange of
horticultural innovations and transfer of environmental technologies.
Such gardens facilitate cultural exchange, celebrate the role of plants
and landscape in culture and are facilities for promoting a sustainable
future.
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
