The review analyses the main topics and problems of the monograph written by

A. V. Malko on the basis of her dissertation. The book provides a German-Russian
comparison of the mechanisms and tools of regeneration. Taking into account their
specificity, they can be applied in different historical cities for their sustainable
development.

Based on her phd work, which
Anastasia Malko successfully completed
in 2017, the scientific publishing house
Kurs has now published the Russian
version “Regeneration of historical and
built environment. Development of his-
torical centres” (PereHepauus uctopuko-
apxuTeKTYpHOI cpepbl. Pasutue
MCTOpUYecKux LeHTpoB), which takes
the topic of historical districts and their
sustainable development into focus.

The reason for the research work is
the question, how to treat the urban
and architectural heritage of the East
Siberian city of Irkutsk in a sustainable
manner. In order to gain knowledge for
future strategies in the Russian city,
planning instruments that are used in
historical districts in Germany - using

study - are evaluated, discussing if and
to what extent they can also be applied
to cities in Russia. The book presents the
analysis of different urban quarters in
Dresden in their historical development
and current shape as well as planning
strategies and instruments. Based
on this evaluation Malko formulates
recommendations for the development of
planning strategies and legal requlations
in the city of Irkutsk. The work goes
beyond a purely conservational approach
and illuminates the challenge that even
historical building fabric has not only to
be preserved but also transformed.

The book can give important impulses
for the sustainable further development
of historic city districts in Russia, which

nomic, ecological, social, and technical
point of view, having at the same time a
(social) responsibility to preserve the ar-
chitectural heritage. This is a big task in
view of dynamic interests, but also a lack
of sometimes reliable municipal struc-
tures and urban development policies.
Hopefully the people that are in charge
of urban planning and development in
Irkutsk will take up this knowledge in
order to develop suitable regulations for
the city.
