Creating places for people

The design of places has a huge impact on the success of
urban areas. It has a role in helping develop a vision and
identity within the built environment. It also helps to
achieve a range of environmental, social, and economic
goals which have been increasingly recognised in recent
times.

Designing public spaces must be centred around the
place - its physical characteristics, activities that happen
within it, and the emotional reaction of a place. As such,
places are not simply created. The fabric may be designed
and built, but it is the way that people interact with a place
that is the true indicator of success.

The principle task of an urban designer - through cen-
turies — has been creating a sense of place by helping dis-
cover, define, determine and develop the identity of the
place. The uniqueness and authenticity of places is being
lost, flattened by the steamroller of an international cul-
ture.

When working on long-term projects, the public realm
plays an important role as a constant factor, which visually
binds together the buildings that are gradually realised dur-
ing the long term process. Easy access to good quality open
space should be something everyone can enjoy. It can be
natural or man made, a small garden or a local park, but the
role it plays in the success of our urban environments
should not be underestimated.

Open space, wherever possible free from the constraints
of vehicles, provides the right environment in which to
encourage healthier forms of living. If the spaces are invit-
ing and safe, children can play and have fun, people will be
happy to take a stroll, others will cycle, and naturally, they
will become places where people choose to meet friends and
socialise.

Successful places can be the result of happy coincidence
but are more usually the result of careful planning, imagina-
tive thinking and good design. Landscapes must support

Mayfair and Belgravia
The Estates of Mayfair and Belgravia are two of the finest
locations in London. Steeped in history and carefully
planned and managed over the centuries by Grosvenor, they
continue to attract high accolades for their architectural
beauty and rich heritage.

A key challenge the Estates face is their domination by
traffic and its associated clutter and infrastructure. The

Grosvenor’s association aims to retain and enhance the
area’s reputation as a place that sets new standards for
urban life through high quality public realm.

BDP has now designed and implemented a series of high
quality public realms in a number of streets and spaces
within Mayfair and Belgravia working with Grosvenor Estates
and Westminster City Council. All of these schemes under-
took stakeholder engagement throughout the design, imple-
mentation and monitoring process with representation of
access groups, community associations, local retailers and
local business groups.

Derry city centre - a city steeped in history

Nestled on the River Foyle, Derry is the second largest city
in Northern Ireland. It is the only completely intact walled
city in Ireland and one of the finest examples in Europe
with a wealth of listed buildings. The challenge was how to
enhance the unique identity and at the same time try to
find a balance between the requirements of today’s modern

society, coupled by setting the scene for Derry to be
European City of Culture in 2012.

BDP was commissioned to design a series of intercon-
necting streets and spaces. The main spaces were Shipquay
Square and Waterloo Place, which have a symbolic signifi-
cance in Northern Ireland as landmarks during the troubled
years.

We wanted to encourage pedestrian movement through
the city centre, linking the streets and spaces. We also
wanted to create a series of attractive and flexible spaces
that would provide locations for planned and spontaneous
events, designed in ways which would stand up to intense
use.

The city now goes from strength to strength and since
the scheme’s completion in 2009 there has been a marked
increase in footfall, retail occupation and a general height-
ened moral.

Baldock town centre - the transformation of an historic
market town

Market towns have historically been the social and trading
focal point for rural England. Their legacy of ancient streets
and buildings is a fundamental part of the UK’s national
heritage. Unfortunately, as some of their traditional func-
tions are eroded there is genuine concern about their future
viability.

Baldock in Hertfordshire was no exception; years of high-
way engineering interventions had taken away the unique-
ness of the town and hidden its architecture and spatial
quality. It has one of the widest high streets in the UK, but
this was lost to an abundance of car parking and the town
lacked presence and soul.

BDP was commissioned to undertake the design; we first
considered the existing usage and potential future usage.
We undertook an extensive consultation process with the
councils, stakeholders, businesses and the general public.

Among the highlights of the scheme a new market place
has been created in the heart of the High Street, this multi-
functional space links to other new squares and shared
spaces with improved pedestrian links. In addition new
trees have been planted to reinforce those existing and add
continuity for the entire length of the High Street adding
seasonal change.

A new wave of urban streets

Streets are going through a state of change. The recession
has meant that the “high street” needs to be repositioned
in today’s society. A singular retail environment is no
longer enough to capture the minds of modern society,
instead there needs to be variety. Streets need to be inter-
esting places which provide an experience with leisure,
learning and social activities mixed into a good variety of
shops and businesses.

In London the Mayor announced a regeneration fund to
improve and enhance our high streets. BDP has been
involved in a number of these which have successfully been

awarded funding - these involve comprehensive public
realm renewal which addresses the function, look and feel of
our streets. In addition these renewal programmes look to
encourage street markets, apprenticeship schemes for new
businesses, training for shop keepers to improve their offer
and improvements to the shop front and window displays
along the street.

In Catford we are soon to commence work to transform a
forgotten street into a high street with good access, circula-
tion flows, and generous forecourts for shopkeepers and
cafes to spill out onto. This is coupled with an ambition to
grow a lively market which addresses the need of the locals.

In time we are sure that the face of urban environments
will continue to change. What is important is to make sure
spaces are understood and are of quality. The success of
places is governed by the perception of those who use it;
we can influence this as designers and continue to create
places where people want to live, work, learn and play.
