tunity to build in a period of only 6 months,
a pavilion that can be visited for free during
the summer months. Both the North and
South galleries that have a five-minute walk
distance, host itinerant art exhibitions.

This year 2024, the chosen architect has
been the South Korean Minsuk Cho with his
proposal “Archipelagic Void”. This building
with an expiration date is inspired by a group
of islands, as its name indicates, where empty
spaces will be used and take reference from
the “madang”, a style of patio that could
be found in old Korean houses and that Cho
has chosen as a tribute to his land. This
construction in the form of a constellation,
seeks to take advantage of the spaces through
small buildings, in order to use these spaces
for the events that will take place during the
months of the brief life of this building. The
lifespan of this archipelago will begin on June
7 for the entire public and will end on October
27, 2024.
