We are chal-
lenged to understand the complexity
of situations and the interconnections
between different, often contradicto-
ry, aspects. This required sensibility
and skill is not just a rational act, but
the result of thinking and feeling, of
knowledge and culture.

We deal with complexity both
rationally and intuitively, whereas it
remains questionable whether artificial
intelligence, operating solely through
programmed algorithms, can replicate
this. Crucial for the architect is the
capacity to recognise what is relevant
and essential.
