Within this context, the UIA
Council has chosen the theme “Design
for Strength” for this year’s World Archi-
tecture Day that will be celebrated on
Monday 6 October 2025.

Through this theme, the UIA calls on
architects around the world to look be-
yond short-term solutions and embrace
approaches that reinforce the ability

of the built environment to withstand,
adapt, and be rebuilt. Architecture
should do more than provide shelter;
it must also support equity, continuity,
and resilience, especially in times of
disruption and crisis.

The UIA invites architects to explore
the theme “Design for Strength”
through initiatives such as lectures,
exhibitions, and webinars to raise public
awareness.

A globally respected architect and
urban strategist, Mr Siew has contrib-
uted to over 1,500 projects across 45
countries. He played a pivotal role in the
development of the UNESCO-UIA Charter
on Architectural Education, and in
promoting global professional mobility
through the UIA Accord on Interna-
tional Standards of Professionalism in
Architectural Practice.

During his presidency of the
UIA (2005-2008), he advanced the
principles of Transform, Share, and
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Transmit, forging stronger ties with
global institutions such as the World
Trade Organization and UN-Habitat.
Under his leadership, the UIA made a
notable contribution to post-disaster
reconstruction, including the delivery of
1,850 homes in Sri Lanka following the
2004 tsunami.

Mr Siew's reflections and legacy are
highlighted in the UIA’s 75th Anniver-
sary publication, where his lifelong ded-
ication to architecture as a catalyst for
social and environmental transformation
is duly recognised. Our journal "Project
Baikal" also had the honor to publish
Gaetan Sue's articles on its pages.
