120TH UIA COUNCIL SESSION

Highlights: Professional Practice and the
Future of the UIA

UIA Council met in Strashourg, France, on 18 and
19 October, hosted jointly by the French, German,
and Swiss member sections. During this session,
Council reaffirmed UIA’s commitment and strong
attachment to the Recommended International
Guidelines for Policy on Practice in a Host
Nation. Council strongly urged UIA member sec-
tions to include them in their national codes of
ethics in the interest of the architects of their
countries in order to encourage mobility and
contribute to the respect of identities, cultures,
local resources and environment.

Given the effects of the global economic cri-
sis and increasing unemployment that has serio-
us repercussions especially the young architects,
Council expressed the wish that UIA make avai-
lable tools to facilitate their access to the new

le and ecological architectural design and the
planning of friendly towns that are respectful of
the environment. These opportunities should be
listed and disseminated. The Council confirmed
pursuit of the UIA Strategy on Responsible
Architecture launched during the United Nations
Climate Conference, COP 15, in Copenhagen in
2009.

Council expressed the wish that at its next
session in Durban, South Africa, on 17 and 18
March 2013, a discussion be held on the future
of the UIA based on proposals submitted by the
five UIA Regions.

This 120th session of Council took place
during the “Twenty-four hours of architecture”, a
festival of contemporary architecture organised
for the first time in Strasbourg by the Maisons de
l'architecture, with the support of the National
Council of the Order of French Architects.

EUROPEAN REAL ESTATE INVESTMENT AWARD

The jury for the European Real Estate Investment
Award awarded the first prize to the
ThyssenKrupp headquarters, constructed in
Essen, Germany. Designed and delivered by ARGE
JSWD Architekten, Chaix & Morel et Associés, this
complex of achieves excellent energy scores and
a high level of user comfort. The surrounds and
park, planned with respect for the environment
and natural resources, recreate the link with the
city centre and expand leisure and recreational
facilities in the district.

The second prize went to the Kaufhaus Tyrol
Department Store in Innsbruck, Austria, designed
by David Chipperfield; the third to the
Kungsbrohuset building in Stockholm, designed
by De Strategisk Arkitektur. A special award was
given to INSPIRIA Science Centre in Graalum,
Norway, by AART architects A/S.
