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The land of Mongolia is seven times as large as that of
Korea, but the population is less than 3 million. According
to 7 years of visits to Mongolia since 1996, there are
almost no people, buildings or cars outside Ulan Bator,
the capital of Mongolia. The country lacks in fund since it
has freed from a communist country just a few years ago.
Golomt Bank, the largest private bank in Mongolia, had
been designed by Mr. Ganbolt, the President of Mongolian
Architecture Association. The bank building of six floors
had a typical authoritative elevation which was easily
observed in a communist nation, while the office building
in the back was a slick-tech one with an all-glass curtain
wall.

The bank building was old-fashioned and white while
the administration building was epochal and black. The two
looked like totally different buildings due to strong con-
trast of colors. The president of the bank asked us to join
the design, and alter the elevations and spaces programs
before the end of the construction. Given the elevation of
the bank building, the administration building was changed
to get along well with the front bank and to appear to have
many floors by similar looking windows and spandrels.
