SUSTAINABILITY is the capacity to remain unchangeable and immovable, even despite external influ-
ence. According to the same dictionaries, INDEX is a list or register. SUSTAINABILITY INDEX is a list of
what allows us to remain unchangeable. But is it possible? The only invariable and constant thing in the
world is change. Any stability is illusive.

Nevertheless, even if there is no SUSTAINABILITY in this constantly changing world, then there should
be INDEX, or indicator. And we had better find it. There should be a measure, even for ephemera. Because
SUSTAINABILITY, though ephemeral, is now the aim and the sense for the part of the mankind that consid-
ers itself the embodiment of the progress. INDEX will also show to the mankind how distant the cherished
aim is. As it has turned out, the aim is not at all communism, but sustainable development.

However, this conventional word combination bears some inner contradiction. If it is SUSTAINABILITY,
there seems to be no need to develop. If to develop, then there is no place for invariability.

The image of SUSTAINABILITY INDEX is full of contradictions, but we cannot do without it. Without the
index we forget about the past earned with experience, learned from serious mistakes. Without it architec-
ture becomes so innovative that it forgets about a human being, his corporeity and emotionality for the sake
of glaring facades. And what about town planning? Instead of succession and rational, linear and parabolic
development, harmonious and expedient agglomerations, or, for example, a garden city, we have chaos, imme-
diate interest and collapse.

SUSTAINABILITY INDEX is not only an indicator, but also a pointer. If we find its sound interpretation, it

may point out the right direction for that very development. And yet it is worth while looking for it.
